Tracking Good Deeds in Dhul Hijjah, 1434/2013
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Qur’anic verse, remarking on one of the merits of the day of Arafat: 

Allah says: “Today, I have perfected your religion for you, and have completed My blessing upon you, and chosen Islam as Dīn (religion and a way of life) for you.” (Al Maidah verse 3)
Hadiths related to the first ten days of Dhul Hijjah:
Narrated Ibn Abbas (RA): The Prophet (SAW) said, "No good deeds done on other days are superior to those done on these (first ten days of Dhul Hijjah)." Then some companions of the Prophet 
said, "Not even Jihad?" He (SAW) replied, "Not even Jihad, except that of a man who does it by putting himself and his property in danger (for Allah's sake) and does not return with any of those things." (Reported by Tirmidhi) 

Regarding fasting on the day of Arafah, the Prophet (SAW) said:"Be content with the fact that Allah will expiate for you your sins for the year before (the day of 'Arafah) and the year after (the day of 'Arafah)." [Muslim]

Saheeh Muslim it was narrated from Aa'ishah (RA) The Prophet (SAW) said: “There is no day on which Allah frees more people from the Fire than the Day of Arafah. He comes close and expresses His pride to the angels, saying, 'What do these people want?'

Ahmad and at-Tabarani record from Ibn'Umar that the Messenger of Allaah (SAW) said:"There is no day more honorable in Allaah's sight and no acts more beloved therein to Allaah than those in these ten days. So say tahlil (There is no deity worthy of worship but Allaah : Laa ilaaha illallaah), takbir (Allaah is the greatest Allaahu Akbar) and tahmid (All praise is due to 
Allaah : alhumdulillaah) a lot [on those days]." [Reported by Ahmad, 7/224; Ahmad Shaakir stated it is saheeh]

Abu Hurairah relates that the Messenger of Allaah (SAW) said: "There are no days more loved to Allaah for you to worship Him therein than the ten days of Dhul Hijjah. Fasting any day during it is equivalent to fasting one year and to offer salatul tahajjud (late-night prayer) during one of its nights is like performing the late night prayer on the night of power. [i.e., Lailatul Qadr]." [at-Tirmidhi, Ibn Majah, and al-Baihaqi]
